KIT’s goal is to assist you in overcoming the 
obstacles to inclusion, developing strategies that support the participation of all children, 
and connecting your resources to build a stronger community.

KIT is built on a strong 
foundation of successful programming and a sincere commitment to both the philosophy 
of inclusion and its implementation in all walks of life.  KIT’s staff is made up of people 
with experience in programs just like yours; as program directors, camp directors, 
executive directors and line staff. When you are trained by KIT staff, you can be sure that 
they have a deep understanding of the challenges you face everyday.
